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Independent Auditors’ Review Report

To the Board of Directors of
Dimerco Express Corporation:

Introduction

We have reviewed the accompanying consolidated balance sheets of Dimerco Express Corporation and its
subsidiaries as of March 31, 2021 and 2020, and the related consolidated statements of comprehensive income,
changes in equity and cash flows for the three months ended March 31, 2021 and 2020, and notes to the
consolidated financial statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies. The management is
responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the consolidated financial statements in accordance with
the Regulations Governing the Preparation of Financial Reports by Securities Issuers and International
Accounting Standards ("IASs") 34, “Interim Financial Reporting” endorsed and issued into effect by the
Financial Supervisory Commission of the Republic of China. Our responsibility is to express a conclusion on
the consolidated financial statements based on our reviews.

Scope of Review

Except as explained in the Basis for Qualified Conclusion paragraph, we conducted our reviews in accordance
with Statement of Auditing Standard 65, “Review of Financial Information Performed by the Independent
Auditor of the Entity”. A review of the consolidated financial statements consists of making inquiries, primarily
of persons responsible for financial and accounting matters, and applying analytical and other review
procedures. A review is substantially less in scope than an audit conducted in accordance with the generally
accepted auditing standards and consequently does not enable us to obtain assurance that we would become
aware of all significant matters that might be identified in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an audit
opinion.

Basis for Qualified Conclusion

As stated in Note 4(b), the consolidated financial statements included the financial statements of certain non-
significant subsidiaries, which were not reviewed by independent auditors. These financial statements reflect the
total assets amounting to $1,602,982 thousand and $1,243,159 thousand, constituting 23% and 24% of
consolidated total assets; and the total liabilities amounting to $661,887 thousand and $312,832 thousand,
constituting 18% and 11% of the consolidated total liabilities at March 31, 2021 and 2020, respectively; as well
as the total comprehensive income (loss) amounting to $99,911 thousand and $(22,217) thousand, constituting
27% and 31% of the consolidated total comprehensive income (loss) for the three months ended March 31, 2021
and 2020, respectively.

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Furthermore, as stated in Note 6(c), the other equity accounted investments of the Group in its investee
companies of $221,236 thousand and $203,382 thousand at March 31, 2021 and 2020, respectively, and its
equity in net earnings on these investee companies of $6,141 thousand and $0 thousand for the three months
ended March 31, 2021 and 2020, respectively, were recognized solely on the financial statements prepared by
these investee companies, but not reviewed by independent auditors.

Qualified Conclusion

Except for the adjustments, if any, as might have been determined to be necessary had the financial statements
of certain consolidated subsidiaries and equity accounted investee companies described in the Basis for
Qualified Conclusion paragraph above been reviewed by independent auditors, based on our reviews and the
review report of other auditors (please refer to Other Matter paragraph), nothing has come to our attention that
causes us to believe that the accompanying consolidated financial statements do not present fairly, in all
material respects, the consolidated financial position of Dimerco Express Corporation and its subsidiaries as of
March 31, 2021 and 2020, and of its consolidated financial performance and its consolidated cash flows for the
three months ended March 31, 2021 and 2020 in accordance with the Regulations Governing the Preparation of
Financial Reports by Securities Issuers and International Accounting Standard 34, “ Interim Financial
Reporting” endorsed and issued into effect by the Financial Supervisory Commission of the Republic of China.

Other Matter

We did not review the financial statements of Dimerco Air Forwarders (HK) Ltd., subsidiaries of the Group.
Those financial statements were reviewed by another auditor, whose review report has been furnished to us, and
our conclusion, insofar as it relates to the amounts included for Dimerco Air Forwarders (HK) Ltd., is based
solely on the review report of another auditor. The financial statements of Dimerco Air Forwarders (HK) Ltd.
reflect total assets amounting to $542,322 thousand and $400,230 thousand, constituting both 8% of
consolidated total assets at March 31, 2021 and 2020, respectively, and total revenues amounting to $319,592
thousand and $257,737 thousand, constituting 5% and 6% of consolidated total revenues for the three months
ended March 31, 2021 and 2020.

DIMERCO EXPRESS CORPORATION (DIMTW or the Company) (originally named Dimerco Express
(Taiwan) Corporation, changed in June 2012) was incorporated in August 1985 as a company limited by
shares under the laws of the Republic of China (ROC). The consolidated financial statements comprise
DIMTW and its subsidiaries (together referred to as the "Group"). The Group is primarily engaged in the
business of air freight forwarding, ocean freight forwarding, and customs brokerage service, and related
investing activities.
